Masonry appren�ceship is for individuals who pride  

themselves in their ar�s�c abili�es, have strong work ethic 

and who wish to earn a pay check while developing their 

skills to become a journeyman mason. The Arizona Masonry 

Council (AMC) Central and Southern AZ Masonry  

Appren�ceship Programs are registered with the US  

Department of Labor, Office of Appren�ceship and the  

Arizona Department of Economic Security, Office  

of Appren�ceship.  

 

The AMC’s Masonry Appren�ceship Program is a three  

year “earn-while-you-learn” program that combines  

on-the-job learning, classroom instruc�on and hands-on  

skill development.

WHAT ARE THE PROGRAM REQUIREMENTS? 

HOW DO I APPLY FOR THE PROGRAM? 

The requirements for AMC’s Masonry Appren�ceship 

Program are: 

• Must be at least 17 years old.

• High school diploma or GED preferred but not required.

• Must be legally authorized to work in the US.

• Must have reliable transporta�on.

• Must be physically capable of performing the essen�al job

du�es/func�ons of the posi�on with or without

reasonable accommoda�ons.

• Must be able to perform these du�es/func�ons in

extreme weather condi�ons.

• Must be willing to undergo random drug tests.

Applica�ons for AMC’s Central & Southern Masonry Appren-

�ceship Programs can be completed online – visit AMC’s  

website (www.AZmasonry.org).   

Applicants will be invited to a>end an Appren�ceship  

Program Interview Night which will be held in late October or 

early November. Program acceptance le>ers will be sent out in 

late November or early December.  

The program runs on a calendar year with the first class  

typically held on the second Saturday of January and finishing 

at the end of November.  

WHAT CAN I EXPECT AS AN APPRENTICE? 

As an appren�ce, you will learn to do the job right the first 

�me by a qualified instructor. Not only will you learn the  

proper techniques for laying brick, block and stone but you will 

also learn other important skills such as es�ma�ng, blueprint 

reading, quality control,  leadership skills, etc. needed to  

become a foreman/superintendent or es�mator later in  

your career.  

Appren�ces must complete 144 

hours of classroom and hands-on 

training with a minimum of 1500  

on-the-job learning hours each year 

to complete the program in addi�on 

to passing all module exams and  

lab projects.  

AMC’s Masonry Appren�ceship Program u�lizes the NCCER 

Masonry Levels 1-3 curriculum.
